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Women are often held back by un-
equal access to education and op-
portunity, even though they reinvest
up to 90% of their incomes in their
families and communities, as op-
posed to 40% for men.

At Casa — Pueblito, we recognize the
incomparable contribution that the
women in our partner communities
make to the development of their
communities and education of their
children and we have had the priv-
ilege of working with a number of
incredible women who are tireless-
ly pursuing the betterment of their
communities for themselves and fu-
ture generations.

From women like Marta in Los Nortefios who are con-
cerned about access to potable water to the women
in Santa Julia like Lola and Eloisa who are fighting to
increase food sovereignty in their communities,

we rely on women as agents of
change in our partner communities.

While the world recognizes one International Wom-
en’s Day each year, we are grateful year-round for the
chance to know, support, and work with the women in
our partner communities every single day.

Casa — Pueblito is pleased to introduce two new partner organizations that we are
supporting for the first time in 2017!

LOS QUINCHOS ASSOCIATION

was founded in 1991 with the mis-
sion of helping marginalized chil-
dren. Since then, the Association
has advocated for children and
youth rights in Nicaragua, specif-
ically for children who are impact-
ed by drug abuse, abandonment,
sexual abuse, and family violence.

Los Quinchos works with home-
less children and youth, houses
them in Los Quinchos shelters,
and rehabilitates them while they
attend public school and learn
additional vocational skills. The
children and youth are given psy-

chological and medical attention
by a team of psychologists, social
workers, and nurses.

This year, Casa — Pueblito is work-
ing with Los Quinchos to improve
the infrastructure of the agricul-
tural area of their farm, which
houses chickens, pigs, chicks,
cows, sheep, and ducks. Youth will
spend time at the farm learning
about agriculture and farming and
participate in workshops about
environmental protection, soil
management, composting, plant-
ing techniques, and proper farm
animal management.

We're excited to help educate a new
generation of children on the impor-
tance of environmental protection
against the dangers of climate change,
teach disadvantaged youth vocational
skills that they can use in the future,
and support an organization that ad-
vocates for children’s rights.
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CENTRO PROMOCIONAL CRISTIANO POR LA PAZ Y LA VIDA (CPC)

is a non-profit association, primari-
ly led by women, that has provided
visual arts classes to the municipali-
ty of San Ramon since 1988.

It is also the first arts school in the
municipality’s history functioning as
an accredited extension of the Na-
tional School of Fine Arts. Students

come from all over the department
of Matagalpa to study there! We're
excited to partner with CPC por la
Paz y Vida to promote traditional
knowledge, cultural expression, and
improve children’s sense of self-es-
teem and capabilities through arts-
based education.

Casa — Pueblito will be working with
the CPC in 2017 to provide visual
arts, music, and dance classes to
children and youth in San Ramon as
a way to reinforce a sense of cultur-
al identity among the residents of
San Ramon.

Casa - Pueblito impacted 339 families, 221 youth, 100 teachers and 84 artisans through 10
projects varying in objectives from environmental justice to education and culture in 2015.
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
